The horizon line in To Harbour nods to a collective experience, a shared seascape. Whilst
perspective and perception will always be subjective, it is interesting to think of our
relationship to the sea being a collective one. Simply, there is sea, sky, and boat. Boats
have been and still are the lifeblood of Vestmannaeyjar and daily, one will see boats coming
or going to sea. The boat exists in an unforgiving environment, not meant for us, but for
better or worse, survival or death we take to the sea.

Never before or ever after have the people of Vestmannaeyjar been taken out to sea as
they were in the dark night of January 23rd 1973. It was unforeseen. Up to 80 ships and
their crews brought almost five thousand inhabitants to harbor in Porlakshéfn under the
sound and light of the eruption in Heimaey. That night the boats became the lifeline for the
people of Vestmannaeyjar.

The idea of using boats in a project was brought up in a conversation a couple of years ago
between Joe Keys and Vala Palsdéttir. The conversation has continued, perhaps in a
search for a certain time and place. With a shared aesthetic appreciation for boats, growing
up being around water and boats, Joe and Vala kept the idea alive through conversation. To
Harbour has now found its place, through the fascinating event of the eruption in Heimaey.

The exhibition To Harbour opens on Friday, August 18, at Hafnartorg Gallery, Austurbakki.
Curated by Joe Keys and Vala Palsdaéttir. Vestmannaeyjabeer is the guest of honor at the
Cultural Night this year, and the exhibition To Harbour is part of the Cultural Nights
program.

The opening hours of the exhibition are: Friday 18 August at 16-18, Saturday 19 August at 12-
17 and Sunday 20 August at 12-15.
